2016 Mission Project for Presbyterian Women of the Presbytery 

Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) Program 

The mission of The Sioux Falls Area Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) Program seeks to 

promote and protect the best interests of abused and neglected children involved in court proceedings 

through the advocacy efforts of trained volunteers. We do this because...being a kid shouldn't hurt! We 

are a private, non-profit organization serving children involved in abuse and neglect proceedings in the 

2nd Circuit Court in South Dakota. 

The Sioux Falls Area CASA Program was founded in 1994, when Circuit Judge Gene Paul Kean asked 

the local Junior League organization to begin a program. The first volunteer advocates were trained and 

sworn in by the court in the spring of 1995. Since then, thousands of local abused and neglected children 

have received the services of these special advocates. During the last year, over 400 children were 

assigned to the CASA program as a result of being involved in the court system due to being abused or 

neglected in Minnehaha and Lincoln counties of South Dakota. Sadly, this number continues to increase. 

Our CASA program has a goal of serving 100% of the children involved in court proceedings in our 

circuit. Although, we have over 100 volunteers committed to help us reach this goal we continually 

conduct trainings to increase our volunteer base to be assured we can reach and sustain the goal of serving 

100% of the children. 

Why does a child need a CASA volunteer? 

When the court is making decisions that will affect a child’s future, the child needs and deserves a 

spokesperson—an objective adult to provide independent information about the best interests of the child.   

While other parties in the case are concerned about the child, they also have other interests.  The CASA is 

the only person in the case whose sole concern is the best interest of the child.  CASA volunteers are 

assigned one case at a time, one CASA to one case, to provide a “voice in court”.  A CASA gives individual 

attention to each case. 

An abused or neglected child has come from a world of chaos and instability.  For the child, there is fear; 

fear of being hurt; fear of being alone and fear about the future.  For children who are in out of home 

placements, there can be many changes in schools and homes before a decision is made on where the child 

should live.  A CASA volunteer can be the sole source of stability and comfort to fill an enormous void in 

the child’s life. A CASA is a trusted, dependable adult who doesn’t go away and who gives the child hope 

for a better future.   

What is the difference between the CASA and a Social Worker? 

The roles are not the same.  The CASA is independent from the social services system and focuses solely 

on the child.  The DSS/CPS caseworker serves the family—parents and child—by providing direct services.  

DSS/CPS caseworkers are not able to be a wholly independent voice because they are part of the agency 

that has already taken a position in the case by filing a petition and bringing the matter to court.  A CASA 

is an independent voice, not part of an agency that may be constrained by rules and regulations, agency 

policies and fiscal limitations.  The CASA volunteer is an officer of the court. 

Why does a child need both a CASA volunteer and an attorney? 

A CASA volunteer is able to spend as much time as it takes to gather information about the child and the 

child’s family.  A CASA serves at the request of a judge and provides a report on the best placement for a 

child.  If a court had to pay an attorney to do this job, it would be too costly.  A child’s attorney provides 

legal representation.  The CASA volunteer and the child’s attorney can work as a team to represent the best 

interest of the child. 
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Why do CASA programs cost money to run, when volunteers are not paid? 

CASA programs hire staff to manage the program and supervise volunteers.  Program costs include: 

salaries, office support, computers and equipment, travel and training.  CASA program staff recruits, trains 

and supervise volunteers to ensure quality services. National CASA has program standards that all CASA 

programs are required to meet. 

How are CASA programs funded? 

CASA programs are locally supported.  United Way, fundraising events, annual giving and grants provide 

the ongoing support.  National CASA has a grant system to help start up or expand programs and for tribal 

CASA programs.  CASA programs depend on their communities to support the service. 

Does the court listen to what a CASA has to say? 

YES!  Judges know their decisions are only as good as the information they receive.  They count on 

CASA volunteers to be an independent voice and they know that CASA volunteers have more time to 

focus on specific cases.  A CASA who can tell the court “I was there- this is what I observed” can be 

invaluable.  In 2006, the US Department of Justice Office of the Inspector General (OIG) conducted an 

audit of the National CASA Association, as required by Congress and found CASA services to be 

beneficial.  The full report can be found at:

Butterfly

A man found the cocoon of a butterfly. One 
day a small opening appeared; he sat and 
watched the butterfly for several hours as it 
struggled to force its body through that little 
hole. Then it seemed to stop making any 
progress. It appeared as if it had gotten as 
far as it could and it could go no farther. 
Then the man decided to help the butterfly, 
so he took a pair of scissors and snipped off 
the remaining bit of the cocoon. The 
butterfly then emerged easily. But it had a 
swollen body and small, shriveled wings. 
The man continued to watch the butterfly 
because he expected that, at any moment, 
the wings would enlarge and expand to be 
able to support the body, which would 
contract in time Neither happened! In fact, 
the butterfly spent the rest of its life crawling 
around with a swollen body and shriveled 
wings. It never was able to fly.  

What the man in his kindness and haste did 
not understand was that the restricting 
cocoon and the struggle required for the 
butterfly to get through the tiny opening 
were God's way of forcing fluid from the 
body of the butterfly into its wings so that it 
would be ready for flight once it achieved its 
freedom from the cocoon.  

Sometimes struggles are exactly what we 
need in our life. If God allowed us to go 
through our life without any obstacles, it 
would cripple us. We would not be as strong 
as what we could have been. And we could 
never fly. 

Prayer:  Lord, help us to realize that our 
struggles have a purpose.  Help us get 
through them and guide us in our daily 
journeys.  Help us remember you are 
always in control.

Mission Project for Oahe PW

Our PW is beginning a new mission project because of the Horizons Bible study Come to the 
Waters. We wanted a project this year that had to do with water. So we decided to involve our 
congregation in raising money for a shallow well in Africa. 
 
Mary Jenner and I had learned of this at a PW Synod Gathering. Vi Leonard from Bison was a 
supporter of this as well. We found that part of the mission of Marion Medical Mission is to build 
shallow wells in Africa. The cost of each shallow well is $400.  When contacted by email, I was 
told that “this fall, our two teams of American volunteers and African staff installed 2,513 wells. 
This serves 376,950 people (including 226,170 children). We will still continue the wells projects 
in future years too.”   (editor’s note:  You can apply to be one of the American volunteers!) 
 
We believe there is nothing shallow about this project. We will have a “well” in our narthex for 
coins (and paper money as well) from January through May. If you are interested in some

Presbyterian Mission Yearbook – A New Look 

As of January 1, 2016, the 120-year old Presbyterian Mission Yearbook for Prayer & Study is available 
exclusively online. A Presbyterian Mission Agency press release issued in August said, “This move 
broadens the reach of the book’s audience by sharing its inspiring content in a timelier manner and also 
demonstrates good stewardship of church resources.” 

 The Mission Yearbook dates back to 1892 as a simple calendar of prayer to help women’s societies pray 
for missionaries on designated days. It has the longest history of any denominational mission and prayer 
book in the United States. The publication’s esteemed history is reflected in the online version of 
the Mission Yearbook by connecting Presbyterians to the greater church and energizing them for mission.
