Mission, Justice, and Peace is requesting your prayers and monetary donations

The Mission of The National Court Appointed Special Advocate Association (CASA), together with its
state and local member programs, supports and promotes court-appointed volunteer advocacy so every
abused or neglected child in the United States can be safe, have a permanent home and the opportunity
to thrive.

CASA volunteers are appointed by judges to watch over and advocate for abused and neglected
children, to make sure they don’t get lost in the overburdened legal and social service system or
languish in inappropriate group or foster homes. Volunteers stay with each case until it is closed and the
child is placed in a safe, permanent home. For many abused children, their CASA volunteer will be the
one constant adult presence in their lives.

Independent research has demonstrated that children with a CASA volunteer are substantially less likely
to spend time in long-term foster care and less likely to reenter care

Each year, more than 600,000 children experience foster care in this country. Because there are not
enough CASA volunteers to represent all of the children in care, judges typically assign CASA
volunteers to their most difficult cases.

The primary source of National CASA Association's funding is the federal government, through the
Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP). Additional support comes
from Jewelers for Children, individuals and other private funders

The PWP Spring Gathering /Retreat took place on Friday evening and Saturday, April 29-30, 2016, at the
First Presbyterian Church in Rapid City. The theme was “Rooted in Christ”.

We tried something new with a retreat format on Friday evening because of the geographic distance in our
Presbytery of SD. It was well-received. We gathered for a soup supper and program activity with the topic
of seeds and growth.

On Saturday morning we continued with the topic of growth and maturing in Christ. Paula Zavitz, the
Christian Education Coordinator for the First Presbyterian Church in Rapid City led the activities. There
were break-out sessions to choose from, which everyone enjoyed and was able to attend more than one.

Paula also led the service of worship in the afternoon with communion, approved by the Presbytery of SD
and the Session of the First Presbyterian Church.

There was a focus on mission with several mission displays: CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocates),
our PWP Mission Project for 2016; Living Waters; In His Steps: Pathways to Peace; the Center of Hope
in Sioux Falls; and special local mission projects in PW Congregations in SD.

The PW Synod Gathering in June at the Ramkota in Sioux Falls was very well supported by PW in the
Presbytery of SD. Guest registration was about 200 for the Synod. South Dakota had 50 registered
women, including several leaders of the Gathering.

As PW Synod Mission Coordinator, | had glorious help from SD Presbytery: Jeannie Armstrong, Our
PWP Mission-Justice-Peace Coordinator from Pierre; Pat Boelman, a previous PWP Vice-Moderator and
now Mission Coordinator for First Presbyterian Church in Sioux Falls; Mary Jenner, a PWP Spiritual
Growth Coordinator from Pierre; Linda Barnett, our PWP Communications Leader, helped with
registration, etc.

So many women stepped up to help at the PW Synod Gathering including the PW Synod CT members.

Our PWPCT-SD met on Saturday, October 29th in Huron and made plans for 2017. | reported that | was
able to keep voice and vote for PWP on our Presbytery Council.

PW’s unique role recognized at 222"¢ General Assembly June 2016.

Approval was voted on favorably to add PW to the PC (USA) Organization for Mission
as a related corporation and the national moderator of Presbyterian Women, Inc
became a corresponding member to the General Assembly with a seat on the floor with
voice, but not with vote.

Traveling with Jesus was walking, except for
brief periods by boat,

His early travels were to many villages and towns clustered near the Sea of Galilee. Place with the
familiar names of Nazareth, Cana, Capernaum, and Bethsaida. Jesus spent much of His life in
Nazareth.

It would be hard for us to picture what it was like traveling that 60-mile area back and forth in the dust of
summer and mud in winter.

They were sometimes invited to eat with friends; but on one occasion they were
so hungry on a Sabbath morning that they shelled grains of wheat by hand to eat.

Jesus and His followers traveled in great humility, without wordly goods or little shelter from the
elements, and always with great caring for humankind. It would have been difficult for most of us to
keep up with them!

We can walk with Jesus. We have been given a wonderful travel guide — the Bible. In the New
Testament Jesus has provided us with a road map. Just in Matthew alone, e have the Sermon on the
Mount, the Lord’s Prayer, and the Golden Rule.

Beware of Terrorist Group in Church

Ferncliff Mission Trip - Disaster Preparedness Training

Ferncliff is a remarkable Presbyterian camp. It is growing rather than struggling. It has a Presbyterian Disaster
Assistance (PDA) warehouse where disaster kits are assembled and distributed; an eco center (a green building)
where the Synod of the Sun’s Solar Under the Sun training takes place; a nature preschool; as well as a
traditional camp and a teen camp. | was impressed ... but what | want to speak about is our PW mission trip.

The last week of October eight PW'’s stayed in the eco center and participated in a mission trip. The purpose of
the mission trip was to assemble disaster kits, be trained in disaster preparedness by PDA, and visit some of Little
Rock’s sites. The eight women came from Kentucky, Minnesota, Texas, Missouri, Nebraska, Kansas, and
Arkansas. Three more joined us for the PDA training from Arkansas and Wisconsin. Linda Barnett from South
Dakota Presbytery was included in the training. But first we worked on the 1222 hygiene kits we brought. We
also brought more than 50 school kits and one cleaning bucket. 50 of the school kits came from Madison, SD,
where Sunday School students put them together. Tuesday we boxed over 1000 hygiene kits — ready for
shipment.

Wednesday we enjoyed PDA training. We spent a full eight hours learning
about preparing for disasters that may occur within our church communities
or in the area surrounding our church communities. At the end we were
commissioned as trainers. We are now charged with spreading the word —
helping others prepare and plan for disasters. If you would like to learn
more about Disaster Preparedness contact Linda (barnelim@hotmail.com
or 507.275.4053) to arrange a visit.

The third day we visited the Heifer Project Office, the Clinton Library, and
the Little Rock Central High School National Historical Site. It was another
educational day.
